PLEASE REREAD LUKE 4.
1. Will you ask the Lord to show you clearly how you have responded to His Gospel (the GOOD NEWS that God called Jesus to proclaim)? Are you like those in Nazareth, pretty self-sufficient and self-righteous? Will you listen carefully to Jesus’ words in Luke 4:18-19 and recognize that ONLY JESUS can truly save?
2. In Luke 4:43, the phrase “the kingdom of God” is mentioned for the first time and will be mentioned 31 more times in the Gospel of Luke. 
The kingdom of God is a deep, deep topic. Jesus is the Lord, the King of all. The Good News is that He has come to reclaim His Own. Those who hear, believe, and repent by grace will be delivered from death and hell.  They will have meaning and purpose here on earth and will have a glorious destiny.  Those who reject the Truth, love their sin and themselves more than they love God (and their fellow man) will receive justice which will be terrible.
Will you prayerfully examine your own life? What is your relationship with the Lord? How have you responded to Jesus? See John 3:3-5 Have you ever entered the Kingdom of God?
